Report from the February meeting 
Lee Neale gave an informative talk on her preferred genera, the Cattleya and related genera, 
touching on getting the best out of the young plant so that you can have it up and flowering as 
soon as possible - see what she was able to achieve in the plants on display later in the 
newsletter.   
As well as selecting the right bark for the size of the plant, she talked about watering, fertilizers 
and the inevitable bug problems we all get from time to time. One tip she did suggest was to 
ensure that young buds do not rot by opening up the sheaths, as water can sometimes get 
down inside the sheath, and then it is bye bye to the flowers.

CHANGES HAVE HAPPENED 

We have changed the format of the Plants on Display. Instead of having just Open and Novice, 

this has been split into more categories. There will be Novice (as required), Species and Hybrids. 

Depending on the plants presented on the day (and the number of people presenting certain 

plants) we may also add categories like Phalaenopsis, Cattleya or Cymbidium or whatever else 

may be decided upon on the night depending on numbers. 

Each category has a 1st place to be voted on. The Cultural Award selected by the commentating 

judges on the night will remain.
